2.4G/OFF/BT mode switch

Wired Connection

2.4G/OFF/BT switch on “OFF".

Connect the keyboard to computer with USB cable.

The computer will recognize and configure the keyboard automatically.

2.4G Wireless Connection

1.2.4G/OFF/BT switch on“2.4G", the LED IVl flashes in White, plug the USB receiver
into your computer USB port, the keyboard will connect with computer
automatically.

2. If auto-connection unsuccessfully, or you want to connect to new device, plug out
the USB receiver, press and hold [FN]+[4] for 3 seconds, the LED M flashes in
White, plug the USB receiver into computer USB port, after paired the LED will turn
to steady on.

Bluetooth Connection
1. 2.4G/OFF/BT switch on “BT".

2. Press and hold [FN]+[1/2/3] for 3 seconds, IMI flashes in Blue[1] or Red[2] or
Green([3] quickly Turn on Bluetooth function and searching for available device, It
will find “BT3.0 Keyboard and BT5.0 Keyboard” device names. Select a Bluetooth
name to pair, after paired the LED will turn to steady on.

3. To switch the Bluetooth connections between BT1/BT2/BT3, press [FN]+ [1/2/3].

Backlight

1.The default 15 backlight patterns switch by press [FN] + [PgDn] to cycling switch
the light patterns. Press [FN] + [Space bar] to turn ON/OFF backlight.

Power save mode & How to recharge
On wireless/BT connection mode, when keyboard without any operation over 3

minutes, the keyboard backlight will turn off to save the battery, when keyboard without
any operation over 30 minutes, the keyboard will enter power save mode, press any key
to wake up.

When the battery is low, the backlight will turn off, the power LED will blink red slowly
when pressed a key.
Connect the keyboard with computer for charging, the power LED will steady on Red
when charging, after fully charged turn to steady on Green.
Battery power indicator(wireless connection): Press and hold [FN] + [DEL] to show the
battery level, the backlight will only light on [1-0] keys to indicating current battery level,
release to back to current backlight mode.
